Entries for the 2008 Bulletin Contest are now being accepted. This is an 
opportunity for your hard work to be recognized by other members of your 
profession. There will be awards given in the following categories: 
 

TACTICAL CRIME BULLETINS 

These are bulletins that are intended to be used as an aide in solving a  
tactical crime series are used primarily by patrol and detective divisions. 
The bulletins would include crime pattern and suspect information and are 
usually 2 pages or less. 

 
CRIME AND INTELLIGENCE CHARTS 

This category includes link charts, timelines, flowcharts and other investigative 
and intelligence based reports. Data may include analysis of, among other 
subjects, cash flow, known associations, telephone tolls, and covert operation.  

  
          CRIME MAPS 

This would include all maps that represent a crime series or trend.  
Other aspects of crime analysis may be included but the map should be the  
the primary focus of the bulletin.  

 
STATISTICAL/INFORMATION REPORTS 

This type includes daily, weekly or monthly crime reports or a report  
that summarizes a case or crime series utilizing crime analysis. These  
bulletins are usually several pages in length and are strategic or  
administrative in nature.  

RULES FOR ENTRY 
 
You must be a member of CCIAA to submit a bulletin. All submissions must be received 
by August 15

th
, 2008. The bulletins must be submitted electronically to 

shoehn@santaclaraca.gov. Judges will be looking for the design, presentation of data, 
grammar, spelling, punctuation, analysis and overall clarity and creativity. Bulletins 
should include analysis as opposed to just being a presentation of the data. The bulletin 
should have been created between October 2007 and July 2008. There is a limit of one 
entry per person. Please include your name, and contact information with your 
submission, along with the category in which you wish to be nominated. Confidential 
information must be blacked out.
